Sateguarding Focus for Staff

In this week’s safeguarding staff meeting we discussed the new guidance issued to
school’s from the DfE relating to the new restrictive interventions with children.

These set out clear expectations on when and how physical restraint, seclusion, and oth-
er restrictive practices may be used, with a stronger emphasis on prevention, de-

escalation, and safeguarding pupils’ rights.

We are encouraged as schools to ensure staff receive appropriate training, risk assess-
ments are updated, and that interventions are used only as a last resort where there is

immediate risk of harm.

We are in the process of adopting and personalising a new policy and agreeing this at

our governors meeting.
